A controversial online architectu-
ral firm is gaining traction with cli-
ents, making design services accessi-
ble for home and small-business own-
ers.

At arcbazar.com, property owners
upload descriptions and photos of
their space, setting an award and a
time frame for the competition. Ar-
chiteets from around the world sub-
mit their best designs, competing for
cash plus points and recognition.

The startup company has stirred
some controversy. Industry profes-
sionals question the quality of designs
and lament the low rates.

Sara Medina got. a design for her
Huntington Beach yard from an ar
chiteet in Albania. Her backyard is
barren, with grass and bushes cover-
ing arottedfence. She wantsto trans-
form it into a low-maintenance oasis.

Medina plans to implement the de-
sign this spring, doing some work
with her husband and hiring a con-
tractor to help with other elements.
